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TERENURE - RATHFARNHAM 

This ward has the hiqhest population in South Dublin County Council, 69,796 (census 2006) how­
ever with seven representatives the ratio of representation to population is 1:8685 siqnificantly 
below the overall ratio in the local authority, 1:9497. 

In this context, there is an arqument to reduce representation in this ward from seven to six 
seats. That would increase the ratio of representation to population to 1:10132, which is marginal­
ly above the overall ratio of representation in the local authority, but well within the +/-10% 
required in the terms of reference of the review. 

LUCAN 

This is the most under-represented ward in South Dublin County Council and needs to be urqent­
Iy amended. The ratio of representation to population is 1:12,461.25. We think that the addition of 
a seat from the Terenure-Rathfarnham area this would brinq the ratio down to 1:9969 which 
would over come the immediate crisis of representation in this area. 

TALLAGHT SOUTH 

The easiest way to deal with the under representation in this area is to transfer some of the 
areas that border Tallaght central such as Oldbawn 2 (HD) and Fettercairn (GS) electoral divisions 
into the Tallaqht Central local electoral area. The population Oldbawn 2 (HD) is 2406 and 
Fettercairn (GS) is 1917 which would decrease the population of Tallaqht South by 4323 and 
thereby brinq the ratio of representation down from 1:11153 to 1:10288, this wouldn't necessitate 
any chanqe in numbers of representatives. 

TALLAGHT CENTRAL 

The addition of the Oldbawn 2 (HD) and Fettercairn (GS) electoral divisions from Tallaqht South 

would increase the population of Tallaght Central by 4323 and increase the ratio of representa­
tion to population from 1:7307.20 to 1:8171. This wouldn't necessitate any alteration in the num­
ber of representatives. 

These chanqes would alter the make up of South Dublin County Council as follows:

The Cork South East ward is the most under represented ward in the Cork City council area, with 

a ratio of population to representation of 1:4255. On the basis of the current population of the 

Cork City council area, the ratio of representation to population should be 1:3852. The other four 

wards are all with a small percentaC)e of this fiC)ure, Cork North-Central, 1:3657, Cork North-East 

1:3617, Cork North West 1:3944, Cork South West, 1:3643. 

In our view, these fiC)ures that show there isn't an urC)ent need for alteration to the representa­

tion in the Cork City area. We aCJree with the position advocated by Cork City Council in their sub­

mission, that the 16:15 seat Southside/Northside split in Cork city should be maintained. We make 
this recommendation in the context of the limited remit of your review.
